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Pakuranga town centre is conveniently located on the corner of two regional arterial roads, and is close to the Tamaki Estuary coastline.   
The centre serves the local community and acts as the gateway to the eastern suburbs. 

However, its vitality has been affected in recent years by congestion on the main roads that border the town centre. This has been largely due to commuter traffic accessing 
Waipuna Bridge from Pakuranga Rd and Ti Rakau Dr. The transport improvements proposed provide significant opportunities to revitalise the Pakuranga town centre.
